Souper Bowl Of Caring

St Mary’s Social Justice Committee along with the 9th grade Confirmation class will hold soup pots at the church doors on Souper Bowl of Caring Sunday, February 7, 2010. In 2009, over 13,000 groups participated in the Souper Bowl of caring generating over $10 million dollars.  All the money collected will be donated to St Mary’s St Vincent de Paul Society.  None of the money is sent to the Souper Bowl of Caring headquarters.  Organizers only ask that each participant report their collection so national totals can be determined and announced.  Since the Souper Bowl of Caring began in 1990, more that 60 million has gone to help people in need.
