Lenten Regulations
Law of Fast All Adults (18 and older) are bound by law of fast up to the beginning of their 60th birthday.  On the day of the fast, those bound by the law are limited to a single full meal.  This meal is meatless.  There are two prescribed days of fast: Ash Wednesday and Good Friday
Law of Abstinence Those who are 14 years of age and older are obliged to observe the law of abstinence.  On the days of abstinence, those bound by the law abstain from meat.  On all Fridays of Lent, abstinence is prescribed.  This, of course includes Good Friday.  Abstinence is also prescribed on Ash Wednesday.

Confession times here at St. Mary’s will be Friday, March 19, 6pm-7:30pm and Saturday March 20th 2pm-3:30pm.  “Christ reconciled us to himself and gave us the ministry of reconciliation.
