Lenten Regulations 2011 
Law of Fast 

All adults (18 and older) are bound by the law of fast up to 

the beginning of their 60th year. 

On days of fast, those bound by the law are limited to a sin-

gle full meal.  Two other meatless meals, sufficient to 

maintain strength, may be taken according to oneôs needs; 

however, together these two meals should not equal another 

full meal. 

There are two prescribed days of fast: Ash Wednesday and 

Good Friday. 

Law of Abstinence 

Those who are 14 years of age and older are obliged to ob-

serve the law of abstinence. 

On days of abstinence, those bound by law abstain from 

meat. 

On all Fridays of Lent, abstinence is prescribed.  This, of 

course, includes Good Friday.  Abstinence is also pre-

scribed on Ash Wednesday.
